COMMONWEALTH REGATTA 2010
The rules are found in Articles 24, 25 and 26 of the Commonwealth Games Federation's Constitution.

a)
General Rule
Competitors must be citizens or subjects of a Commonwealth country and may represent: -

i)
The Commonwealth country of birth; OR
ii)
The Commonwealth country in which he/she has resided for a minimum of three years during the five years prior to the Games.

b)
British Isles
Special rules apply to the British Isles.  Competitors born in the British Isles and who have resided there for a minimum of six months in the twelve months prior to the Games may represent: -

i)
The Commonwealth country of birth; OR
ii)
The Commonwealth country of birth of his/her father or mother (as long as that country is within the British Isles); OR
iii)
The Commonwealth country of residence.

c)
Representing Different Countries
A competitor may represent a different country at subsequent Games with the approval of the Commonwealth Games Federation and the permission of the Commonwealth Games Associations of the two countries concerned.
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
